Requirements for the State Doctoral Examination – Education
1. STUDY
The student must have completed all required disciplines (A) and core elective subjects (B) in accordance with the individual study plan.
2. SCIENTIFIC AND RESEARCH ACTIVITIES, PUBLICATIONS
Required publication activities of the student: 
a) Scientific articles, reviews
Together with the application for the State Doctoral Examination the student shall submit (after supervisor’s inspection) copies of at least 5 scientific articles, of which the student is the first author or co-author. The articles presented must be directly linked with the topic of the dissertation and at least two must be original (research-based) articles, not overview articles. At least one of these articles must be published in an impacted journal or periodical listed in the List of reviewed non-impacted journals (periodicals) issued in the Czech Republic. The student must be the first author of at least two of the articles presented. 
Moreover, the student shall submit at least 2 published reviews. Students who are in grade 4 in the academic year of 2015/2016 shall submit 1 review.
b) Conferences
For the State Doctoral Examination the student shall present evidence of participation in 3 conferences:
· Scientific conference with international participation – 1 domestic conference;
· 1 conference of DSP students;
· Scientific conference with international participation – 1 foreign conference.
c) Project activities
The student shall present evidence of involvement in project activities and indicate own contribution to project implementation (1 project).
During the STATE DOCTORAL EXAMINATION, the doctoral student demonstrates his/her expert and theoretical knowledge in the given field of study, including the knowledge of the basic research methods, ability to master new scientific information, assess it and apply it creatively. The requirements as to the knowledge are based on the respective doctoral study plan, and the requirements for the completion of mandatory disciplines “A” and core elective subjects “B”.
