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Summary

My contribution focus on Roma families and their education activities. In my presentation I would like to introduce concept of my research work. I would like to describe the research problem, questions, methods, research site and sample which I had chosen. My research strategy was qualitative, for analyzing of data I have been using methods “grounded theory” which Strauss and Glaser created. The research survey was realized in the years 2010 and 2011, it was made as a field survey. All families engaged in the research survey feel like a part of Romani communities in their cities. 
Generally within the whole research survey there was took up several education devices divided into several categories. These devices were: devices maintaining the limits, devices handing the life Know How down, devices maintaining the family structure and protective devices. Main part of my presentation focus on devices maintaining the limits, especially on punishments. Research had developed this methods of punishment in families: 
· verbal emotionally negatively tinted discourses, 
· induce of distress, 
· corporal punishment 
· restriction of activities. 
The most often used devices were the verbal emotionally negatively tinted discourses, parents had two ways for using of this devices. The first one was a name-calling and second was a curse. The form of curse was recorded only in extreme situations. The form name-calling was used very often, they used it with very various intensity. Parents had used both methods in affect, they roared to children very strongly. 
Another significant group of punishments were corporal punishments. Parents spoke about them to be necessary part of education. Sometimes those punishments were understood to be the last possibility of guidance. If they were used for smaller children, they had less intensive and fierce form. For older children intensity and fierce of attacks varied in first two forms (whack, to be flayed), and above all it reflected emotion of a parent. The last recorded form of corporal punishment (beating) has the character of revenge or determent. 
Parents didn´t use corporal punishment very often, they used restriction of activities more often. They consider restriction of activities to be more effective. Parents used restriction of activities as device of bringing children to better behaviour at the moment. They didn´t use it as a result of undesirable behaviour of children in the past.
Many authors think that Romani parents are very liberal and they don´t correct behaviour of their children. The research developed different facts. The parents supervise children behaviour but their values are just different.
