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Purpose of my study

In my dissertation, I would like to focus on the view of primary school pupils on seniors. We will focus on the families of individual pupils and see whether an overall view of old age can be affected by family situations. I would also like to focus on differences in the view of old age between the sexes, and whether children see old age and older people differently in their place of residence. The most important comparison on the view of seniors will be between pupils of the first and second stages of primary schools.
The main goal of the thesis:
The main research goal of the thesis is based on qualitative and quantitative methods to find out and compare, how pupils at primary schools see old age and the seniors.

Sub-objectives:
1. Determine differences in the perception of old age and seniors by pupils of the first and second stages at primary schools.
2. Determine whether there are differences between the perception of old age by boys and girls.
3. Determine whether there are differences between the perception of old age and seniors by pupils, who are in daily or occasional contact with their grandparents.
4. Determine whether there are changes in the perception of seniors by pupils in relation to their place of residence.
Research methodology

For our research we chose a qualitative methodology, which will be supplemented by quantitative methods.
Qualitative methods
The graphic test “the enchanted family”
The enchanted family graphic test is one of a series of projective techniques. The child has to draw his enchanted family members and in our case the children should also draw their grandmothers and grandfathers. There are two options how to draw the family- children can draw whatever they want or there is some theme. Our theme will be the animal world. During the work, it is very important to observe the child and note the order in which the child draws each family member, monitor any changes he makes (Říčan, Krejčířová et al., 1995).
Interview
Interview is the most widely used method of data collection in qualitative research. It can be defined as non-standardized interviewing of one participant, usually by one researcher with a few open questions. By the using open questions, the researcher can understand the perspective of other people without limiting their view to the range of items in the questionnaire. The whole process of collecting data consists of a selection method, interview preparation, the actual questioning, interview transcription, reflection interview, data analysis and writing results (Švaříček, Šeďová et al., 2007).
In our research, an important part of the enchanted family method is the interview using a semi-structured interview that will show ambiguities and details of the drawings. We will focus primarily on information that will be necessary for the evaluation of the children's drawings, which are not clear from the drawings themselves.
Quantitative Methods
Questionnaire
This is a way of asking questions by putting them in writing and getting written responses. It is the most usual method for the detection of data and in particular, it is used to collect data from a relatively large number of respondents in a relatively short period of time. A disadvantage of the questionnaire may be the fact that the information may not be true, either because of individual misunderstanding of the question or as a result of bias respondents' answers (Gavora, 2000).
We will make our own questionnaire for our research, which will have questions about demographic data and also questions for the direct research. During the research we will work with the child individually or in small groups. So, by the ages of the respondents, we wanted to ensure that they really understand the questions, explanation of concepts, etc.
Semantic Differential
Semantic differential is a tool for measuring individual psychological meanings of certain objects (mostly concepts) for each person. Each term also has a side (connotative) meaning, i.e. individually viewed semantic meanings of words, whose content depend to a large extent not only on the denotative meaning (conventional and generally accepted), but also on the individual experience of one who uses these terms.

Individual meanings of terms are measured by using a number of assessment scales, where respondents record their opinion on the monitored objects by choosing a certain point on the scales. The extreme points of the scales are formed by a pair of adjective with opposite meaning. Individual points are then given a numerical value. Each concept should be considered in terms of three factors (factor evaluation, potency and activity) (Chráska, 2007).
This method is used to measure attitudes, so we chose it as the ideal method for examining our problems which is identifying pupils' attitudes toward the seniors.
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
