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In the Czech Republic economic education represents an omitted topic not only at elementary schools, but it misses in the whole education process.
The financial and economic education principles and the roles of the key subjects are defined in the Czech national strategies documents.  Among others, especially The system of financial literacy development at elementary and secondary schools and The national strategy of financial education belong to the most important ones. The aim of the economic literacy improvement within the Czech population is to precede many economic problems caused by the vast consumers’ market possibilities and traps, the understanding of which are currently far beyond the one’s ability. Although the actual households’ living difficulties do not pose a problem for the country’s economic stability, it is a thorny social problem. There are two possible ways of moderating this unfavourable situation: either the legislative restrictions or the population economic literacy improvement. Using the latter, it proves to be necessarary to include themes related the consumers’ behaviour into the education process since the initial education stages.
The development of the pupils’ economic literacy is the topical theme for many subjects nowadays. For example, Ministry of Education of the Czech Republic, the Czech National Bank and the Czech Economic Society pay attention to this business. Unfortunately, there still remains the gap between these subjects and the schools. 
Most frequently, subsumption of the economic subjects into the tuition is left up to the civics or mathematics teachers, whose main focuses however are removed from this topic. There are several working groups dealing with the approaches leading to the facilitation of the tuition aiming to the pupils’ economic literacy improvement. Especially the methodical handbooks and new accredited courses have been newly created.

Designing a method and concrete means of mediation of this topic to the mathematic tuition at elementary schools are the subjects of my research. There are two aims of my doctoral thesis: preparation of the examples focused on the economic literacy and verification of their impact on the pupils during the lessons.
