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Summary
Relations between pupils’ self-esteem and their life and school perspective at lower secondary school
In my presentation I would like to introduce the basic ideas of my thesis. The major aim of the work is the interdisciplinary view of relations between students’ self-esteem and their life and school perspective at lower secondary school. These relations will be further analyzed regarding pupils’ age, sex and place of residence.
The issue of a time factor in human life is very up-to-date. In foreign scientific literature it can be seen an increasing interest in this issue among the members of professional community. Not enough attention is paid to the issue of the perspective orientation in our scientific literature therefore I believe that the work may present an opportunity to enrich the scientific community with many interesting conclusions. An effort to capture the relations between time perspective and pupils’ self-esteem at the lower secondary school forms a key part of the thesis. 
The presentation will also introduce the supposed structure of the work. The theoretical part of the thesis engages in various issues: the perspective orientation, self-esteem and the pubescence as a period of development. The issue of life and school perspective is very comprehensive. It is viewed at different levels and from different perspectives, which implies terminological inconsistency. The aforementioned inconsistency will represent the main challenge of my thesis.
The presentation will also outline the forthcoming research and its methodology. I will focus on the process of data collecting, data processing, and their interpretation. In this aspect I consider the usage of standardized questionnaires (providing data about the perspective orientation and pupils’ self-esteem) as a great advantage, because these questionnaires are verified and offer the possibility to compare the results. I would like to enrich the questionnaire-based-methodology with a qualitative method of data collecting. There are two methods in consideration: an interview of the topic "What would you like to do in the future" or essay writing on the same subject.

I see the main contribution of the work in the possibility to point out the importance of the issue of the perspective orientation, which affects primarily the school years. The emphasis will be also placed on the importance of positive self-esteem building. The outcome of the research, concerning the relations between pupils’ self-esteem and their future time perspective is also considered to be a valuable contribution.
