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AIMS OF THE THESIS

methodology of work

The research is both, quantitative and qualitative. Main research methods will be: 

· Questionnaire research  

· Non-structured controlled interview 
· Non-structured observation 
The first part of the research is filling in the questionnaire. The method of questioning is considered as the most important for answering the research questions and reaching the set goals. 

The aim of the questionnaire for the educators will be to gain information of personal character, views on current profession situation, information about the profession activity itself, etc. 

The second part of the questionnaire gains information about real profession demands, conditions and situation among educators of particular institutions. This phase of the research will be done through interviews and observation. 

A special questionnaire will be made for finding characteristics of educators ‘personality. 

Characterisation of intended research sample 

For fulfilling the condition of representative research sample at least 300 questionnaires from educators – lecturers with pedagogic education are supposed to be collected.

· Pension for the retired, Senior home, University of the third age, Academy of the third age, Senior club, Senior centre, Public library,  Memory training lessons, Counselling centres,  Programmes for physical and motoric education etc.
