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  The summary of this thesis deals with the problems of teaching Regional Geography and its practical usage at primary school level education.

  We can meet Regional Geography most frequently at primary school in such subjects as Integrated Humanities (1st to 3rd grade) and to a larger degree during the subject of Regional Geography (4th to 5th grade). Regional Geography develops the desired orientations based upon value judgements and cultivates the intrests of pupils in learning the ways of life, traditions, local industry and agriculture, important monuments, enviroment and cultural or historical sights in the region. Basically Regional Geography is a subject which focuses on the knowledge of local and regional facts. Generally speaking; it is a study about one´s homeland and its surroundings.

  Above all, in my thesis, I will focus on pupils' education at primary school level focused upon Prague region. However the decisions depend on the teacher. He/She should know how to prepare the lessons of Regional Geography and ways of its effective and entertaining presentation in class. To do so he/she needs a sufficient amount of time, educational materials, publications and new forms and methods.

  The thesis sets several objectives. First of all I would like to focus on the description of the current situation of teaching about regions. Furthermore I would like to find out if there exists a difference between the level of knowledge and attitudes between the two research groups. The first group is instructed in the class only, while the other is instructed outside the classroom, i.e. on short educational walks, following different topics, e.g.:architecture and its styles.

  In the theoretical part of the thesis I would like to clarify some educational terms used at primary school. In the next chapter I would like to concentrate on the terminology applied in Regional Geography and on its position within the Framework Education Programme. Finally I would like to focus on the personality of the teacher and pupil in the educational process in  Regional Geography.
  I have established the main goal of the research in the empirical part of the thesis. Then I will research the problems encountered and establish hypothesis based on my findings. I will focus on the charecteristics of the research sample, that is the pupils and the teachers at primary school. As the research method I have chosen an experiment, in which I will explore the difference between external and internal educational methods between the two groups according to a knowledge test and questioning. The next step is data processing and interpretation of my findings. The thesis is concluded by the final report based on the outcomes of my research. It should reveal the differences between the knowledge level and attitudes of the pupils in both the external and internal educational processes. It should also state the opinions and standpoints of teachers regarding the current situation in the teaching of Regional Geography at primary schools in the Prague region.
