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Summary

My dissertation thesis deals with the integrated teaching on the first stage of a primary school, with the possibility of practical usage of my own project. For the purpose of my thesis, the integrated education is meant by the interconnection of the individual subjects, topics and project realization that should develop the personality of a student as a whole.

The possibilities and need of the integrated teaching application have been increasing in connection with the school reform and with implementing of Framework Education Program, respectively School Education Programs (SEP) into practice of individual schools. As I face these problems from the position of an SEP coordinator, I have the possibility of different points of view: theoretical one (education training and self-education), coordinator´s one (monitoring of the integrated teaching in lessons of my colleagues), and finally the practical point of view (integrated teaching in my own lessons). 

Regarding the fact that the integrated teaching demands the teacher´s creativity, the role of a teacher and teaching styles are mentioned in my work as well. An active and creative teacher helps students to be motivated and in such way to have an active attitude to their education. I also mention some organization forms and methods suitable for the integrated teaching: project teaching, project days and the integration of subjects.

My presentation deals with my project itself – the description of its realization, objective setting and the subject interconnection. I assess it from different view-points, I name the used organization forms and I introduce my spread sheets and suggestions for walking tours. I consider this part of my work to be more suitable for the oral presentation than the theoretical one as I can use my own experience.
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
