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Intellectually gifted people bring an important contribution to society. Their substantial and significant impact on the innovative process is essential for the development of society and maintains economic stability. Also an interest in their development is declared in various documents. Anyway the implementation process of new knowledge of intellectually gifted education in the Czech Republic had been slow.
Experts have moved their attention from psychological aspects of education of gifted learners to an effective educational provision for them. It is necessary to discuss goals, educational content, methods and forms of education. Experts also underline the importance of an early identification of gifted learners and their support from an early age. Also in pedagogical praxis we have seen an increased interest in the issue of gifted education in primary and pre-primary education.
In the Czech Republic there are various forms of education for gifted pupils at primary school: a gifted pupil integrated in mixed-ability classroom, special schools for intellectually gifted students, a variety of forms that combine integration and segregation form of education, also education at home and non-school education. At Czech schools an integrated form dominated. The use of this form generates some problems and questions.
Even if we had clarified aims and the curriculum was established, many questions remain. They are generated by using the integrated form of education. Here are some of them: Which of the thematic content of the tasks is appropriate? How to choose the difficulty of tasks and exercises and flexibly to change difficulty of the tasks as needed? What are sources of appropriate challenges? What methods and forms of education should we use? How to organize the work specifically? The pupil should acquire experience independently as possible, but sometimes needs support from a teacher. What levels of assistance and rates of intervention should teacher choose?  When and how to influence the learning process? How to evaluate results and how to evaluate the educational process? 
There are two parts of my presentation. In the theoretical part necessary key concepts will be introduced. In the empirical part some findings from partial qualitative research will be given.
