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The reason why I selected this topic is because my previous and current experience. First of all I have worked for two years in a day care centre for adult people with learning and severe disabilities and in addition to that one and a half years as a head teacher in a school for pupils with special education needs.  Although those two institutions are situated in the same town I found that no strategy, conception or cooperation between school and adult services focused on preparing or the subsequent transition of any pupil with moderate or severe disabilities leaving special school and, in most cases, coming into this day care centre. 
Aims of Educational process and social support
The aim of the integrated education process for students with moderate and severe learning disabilities and multiple disabilities in primary and secondary education, 
is to maximize the level of fulfillment of “Key Competencies” that are essential for all special educational schools. Key competencies can be understood as a complex of educational areas that are formative and informative. It is a set of knowledge, skills, abilities and attitudes from which students should, at the end of compulsory schooling, leave and be able to use them not only during their stay in the special primary school, but also throughout life.
Every student who leaves special school receives a certificate. This contains 
a description of all areas in which he/she was educated during their study and their level 
of fulfillment / mastery with respect to their individual traits, skills and abilities. My question is whether, and to what extent it is possible with the information, contained in the output assessment (final report) about a particular person with disabilities, there is a continuation 
to work on that document - and following a process of individual planning in social services or other kind of support. In other words, if all (or to what extent) the comprehensive information in this document, which is often the only official source of important information about a person with disabilities coming from the school into special social services facilities 
is it utilized for further processing with the purpose of individual planning.
Transfer versus transition

The term transfer in this context can be understood just as an event, in which 
the pupil with special education need goes from one support system to another. 
It is essentially a kind of formal "bureaucratic transmission" for a young person with 
a disability without any preplanning. From the terminological point of view, a young person with a disability changes from "student" to "client or user", since they are generally transfer their support from Department of Education into Department of Social Care.
In contrast to the term transfer, the transition means organized, premeditated 
and a controlled process in which we work with the theme of the end of compulsory school attendance in order to ensure the conditions are the best, most natural and most effective 
in the transition of young people with disabilities in real life, or other support services. 
Aims and the outcomes of the project
The practical part of my dissertation is divided into two parts:

1.  research study on a quantitative basis, aims to identify the current situation about transitions 
(or just transfer) pupils with moderate to severe disabilities from schools into system of social care in context of the process of individual planning;

2. use and verify in the field conception of Person Centered Planning as a tool to be used 
for planning the transition for two selected pupils with complex needs from school 
to adult life.
