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At present time the Czech educational system gradually begins to improve conditions for the systematic support of children with so called special educational needs, including children with medical complications, behaviour disorders or children from ethnic minorities. The same support it is necessary to provide for children who at the first sight are not disadvantaged in a similar way and who even may have been for many reasons presumed to need no special help – the gifted children. The gifted children education will be the subject of my dissertation.

•
The theoretical part of the thesis will issue from definitions of gift (talent) or directly gifted (talented) children. In literature we can find more than one hundred definitions. We will focus on the approaches of different scientific disciplines (pedagogy, psychology, sociology, medicine) and significant differences between them. We will also try to specify and enumerate concrete individual characteristics of the gifted children in comparison with normal population of relevant age.

•
We will introduce the issue of gifted children at school. Their qualities certainly enable them to cope with the schoolwork successfully, however, only if the conditions of the class are adjusted to their special needs. They are often regarded as pupils with no significant learning difficulties but this is a very restricted view. These children are confronted with more or less serious problems arising from their physical and psychological development, typical are problems with attentiveness (frequent occurrence of ADHD), fine and coarse motor skills, writing (frequent occurrence of dysgraphia, dyslexia), integration into the peers group etc.

•
The thesis will also deal with the level and quality of university education of future teachers as far as the issue of gifted children is concerned. It definitely cannot be found sufficient – for many students of pedagogical disciplines this subject is not included in their syllabus at all. 

•
The key dilemma of gifted children education of gifted children is the question of whether the method of integration should be preferred and such children should be placed into a regular class, or whether it is better to create special classes for them. In European countries the integration tendencies seem to prevail but the choice between the two described approaches is not unambiguous and it depends mainly on concrete conditions of the school system and at individual schools. The thesis will concentrate on the system of specialized classes and its advantages and disadvantages. 

•
The practical part of the thesis will focus on description and documentation of a pedagogical experiment, which has been launched on Fakultní základní škola in Olomouc, Hálkova Street. In September 2006 a specialized class for 15 gifted children entering their 1st grade will be opened. The pupils will be selected on the basis of long-term psychological and pedagogical diagnostics, which have already been started. 

•
The thesis will concentrate on the schooling organization in the above-mentioned specialized class, methods and forms of teaching applied and their verification in practice. We will observe the efficiency of individual children tuition with respect to the educational plans, which will be created for each of the pupils.
