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ABSTRACT:

The thesis Social and Political Aspects of Contemporary Czech Art in Public Space and its Educational Overlaps researches aspects of intermedial art interventions of contemporary Czech artists and art groups in public space after the year 2000. The thesis views them in wider social and historical context.
The aim of the investigatory part is to find out the extent of reflection of contemporary social and public art at art education in secondary schools. It examines students‘ view on this issue before, during and after realization of pilot projects effected at a pair of chosen schools in Olomouc region. Groups of circa 15 students of various secondary schools (state, private, common learning, vocational) will become participants of experimental art teaching. There will be a space provided, where they can feel safe to express and discuss their responses to social and political themes via art creation in public space. Methods used for the mixed design research are questionnaire survey, experiment, participating observation, interview, case study and comparison.
The goal of the project is to design models, how to use detected findings at art education practice: To include reflection and creation of action art in public space into teaching at secondary and other schools.
RESEARCH QUESTIONS: 
1. Do students of secondary schools encounter with contemporary art in public space at school?

2. Have they ever encounterd with public art interventions outside of classroom?

3. Do respondents consider contemporary artistic interventions in public space as art?

4. Are the students able to distinguish between political activism and artistic interventions in public space?

HYPOTHESES:
1. Reflection of intermedial artistic interventions in public space helps students of secondary schools to find connection between social life and contemporary art and between various educational disciplines.
2. Reflection of intermedial artistic interventions in public space contributes significantly to the development of functional visual literacy.
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
