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Symptoms of problem behaviour, lack of discipline and behaviour failures are currently occurring with increasing frequency in primary schools. Problem behaviour can be defined as behaviour that is unacceptable for teachers (Fontana, 2010, s.337). Pedagogues are facing to a problematic behaviour of their students in day-to day practice and they have to solve the problems anyway. Pedagogues often evaluate only the symptoms of problem behaviour and they do not think about the circumstances that cause the behaviour.

The dissertation thesis will be dealt with the relation between the classroom climate and the occurrence of student’s problem behaviour in the classroom. It will be focused not only on the motivation for certain problem behaviour, but mostly on correlation of behaviour with symptoms of a certain climate in classroom.

According to the Education dictionary (Prucha, Walter, Mares, 1998, p. 107) 
the class environment is known as ... „social psychological variables, representing the long-term social and emotional mood, generalized attitudes and relationships, emotional responses of students of the class of events in the classroom. Distinguishes the current climate and climate preferred by the students want.“ Suitable climate in the classroom helps to maintain discipline in the classroom by creating and maintaining good values of the positive attitudes of students to education.

Pupil’s behaviour of is influenced by the environment in which they move around and classroom is a place where they spend much of their time. If the planned research will be fully realised, it will focus on the possible influencing of student’s behaviour by the actual classroom climate class and will try to identify all possible areas that effects on the negative student’s behaviour.
The main aim of the dissertation thesis is to map the classroom climate and its relations with problem symptoms of students on 2nd grade of elementary school in class environment. In our research we would like to focus on identification of the root causes and motivation to problem behaviour in relation to climate classroom.
The sub-objectives of the research:

· Carry out a partial research while using public inquiry investigation to determine what behaviours students are mostly regarded as problematic.
· Describe the most common symptoms of problem behaviour among students 2nd level of elementary school.
· Using a questionnaire survey to determine the current classroom climate of pupils at 2nd level of elementary school.
· Using a questionnaire survey to determine the main causes of pupil’s problem behaviour.
· Determine whether there are statistically significant differences between boys and girls in the researched areas.
· Verify whether exist statistically significant differences between age categories (6 to 7 and 8 to 9 year primary school) in the researched areas.

Research will be carried out at elementary school in Olomouc region. In this school there will be delivered a modified questionnaire to 2nd grade students (approx. 100 students), to obtain data for determination the classroom climate by Classroom Environment Scale (CES). This questionnaire is used for research of the social classroom climate in elementary and secondary schools. The authors of this questionnaire are a psychologist E: J. Trickett, and R. H. Moos (1973). The modified questionnaire will be based on the defined objectives and will be focused on the characteristics of the researched areas.
In addition, a questionnaire related on symptoms of problem behaviour in the classroom will be delivered to students, which will be focused on motivation for problem behaviour. In another part of the research there will be realised interviews with the teachers related to researched issues. In the last part of the research there will be conducted observations in each class to determine the appearance of problem behaviour. Data will be evaluated and processed with appropriate statistical methods.
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
