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1. Meaning of this research

First of all, it is significant to do research about inclusive education. Inclusive education represents the inevitable trends of development of special education. The thoughts of inclusive education originated from the pursuance of equality and freedom of the European. Experiencing ‘civil right’ movement in 1950s, ‘normalization’ in 1960s, ‘mainstreaming’ in 1970s and ‘integration’ in 1980s, the thoughts of inclusive education was formally raised by UNESCO on the world conference on special needs education held in Salamanca, Spain, 1994. There were two important documents presented on that conference,  ‘Salamanca statement’ and ‘Framework for action on special needs education’ , which means a global shift of policy focus, from special education to responding to the diversity within a common school for all students. After ‘Salamanca statement’ being announced, the study of theory and practice about inclusive education has become an international research. And the thoughts of inclusive education have become the ideal or terminal goal of special education development. It still has many debates about what exactly ‘inclusive education’ is. But in my opinion, inclusive education includes the most important core ideas-equal educational access and learning diversity. These ideas make inclusive thoughts that not only rest on the area of special education but relate to general education reform. To realize inclusive education need a series of complete reforms of general education, including educational system, curricula, teaching methods and so on. In a way, inclusive education represents a kind of educational ideal and value pursuance, at the same time it means an educational developmental process. Therefore, it is significant to do some research about inclusive education.

  Second of all, it is a practical need to do this research. China has carried on lots of experiments about how to absorb children with disabilities to learn in the regular class near their home from the middle of 1980s. ‘Learning in Regular Class’ (LRC) is the Chinese inclusive model which should belong to one of the global inclusive educational models. It is a sort of developmental model of special education according to the situation of China and affected by western mainstreaming movement. Though we have gotten rapid development in special education since the end of 1970s, special educational resources are still limited for children with disabilities because of huge population and the people of disabilities are dispersed very broadly in our country. Nowadays, in China, the population exceeds 1.3 billion. According to the official statistic from national statistic office, there are 82.96 million people with disabilities in China up to 2006, 6.34% of whole population. We have set up 1672 special schools until now, but that can not meet the needs of the development of special education. 63.19% of school-age disabled children went to school. At the same time, there were still 227,000 school-age disabled children did not go to school until the end of 2008 in China. LRC has great significance for most of the children with disabilities in our country and it is inevitable that most of school-age disabled children go to regular school. In one side, we must work hard to try to make every school-age disabled child can get educational access; on the other side, we must guarantee the quality of LRC. 
How to carry out inclusive education and how to guarantee its quality is a very complicated program. Establishing appropriate support system of inclusive education is the foundation of successful inclusive education. We must develop our inclusive education according the situation of our country and we must use other countries’ advanced experiences about how to develop inclusive education as a source of reference. So, it is important to do the comparative study on support system of inclusive education among China, Czech and Denmark.
