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Summary

In my presentation I would like to introduce the basic ideas of my thesis. The aim of this student project is to present basic characteristics of the issue of older people sentenced to imprisonment and their education. The presentation should introduce the area of education of convicted seniors and outline theses of the research project.

Introduction
With regards to developmental trends abroad, it can be assumed that in the Czech Republic, the number of elderly people committing crimes will also increase. McCutrry claims that in Japan the number of charges filed against juveniles increased by 2% between 2000 and 2004, but there was 125% increase of charges pressed against 70 year-olds and older. Most of Japan's senior population is imprisoned for crimes that seem to result from poverty (in Sutton-Hiberg, 2012).
Convicted seniors belong to the fastest-growing group of prisoners in the U.S. and Canada, and it is expected that the growth rate will be even higher in the near future (Aday & Krabill, 2006). It can be said that in the Czech Republic the population of convicted seniors (or offenders) is, for the time being, rather a numerically negligible group. However, in the future it can be assumed that the number of seniors in Czech prisons will increase (as a result of demographic development), as in other states.
Aims of the project
In prison, seniors are part of a specific group of convicted individuals that requires a special treatment mainly due to the age and health condition; a group of permanently unemployable convicts (referred to as TPN).
Education of older people in prison is realized mainly through the so-called treatment programs. A treatment programme consists of work, educational, special pedagogical, and interest activities as well as of activities from an external relationship forming area (extramural activities). For imprisoned seniors the treatment programs are in fact a form of institutional education. Treatment programs for convicted TPN are focused on appropriate spending of leisure time, self-service activities and, according to their health options, suitable fitness exercises.
The main objectives of the dissertation paper project are to describe a group of seniors sentenced to imprisonment, an offer of activities within treatment programs, and various educational approaches to working with these prisoners.
Research method 
In the area of ​​education of older people in prison facilities, there are several possible research options. Firstly, it would be appropriate to describe the range of activities for seniors in prison and their implementation (using interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary approach to examining geronto-pedagogical reality) and to focus the research on the needs of the Prison Service employees who work with this specific group of prisoners (their competence, professional education - e.g. in areas such as andragogy, gerontagogy, psychiatry, or thanatology).

The second option is to directly research the seniors sentenced to imprisonment (the needs and attitudes of educands). The dissertation in its empirical part is so far focused on the comprehensive description and analysis of seniors' education in prison. 
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
