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Intergenerational Interaction as Family Programmes in Art Institutions

In my presentation I would like to acquaint you with a curent state of my research focusing on intergenerational interaction through family programmes in art museums and galleries. 
In the first part of my lecture I am going to briefly sum up various programmes in art institutions of the Czech Republic. 
Because of my specialization, in the second part I am going to talk about family programmes in detail. I am going to introduce some of the most interesting programmes I have had an opportunity to get to know, dealing with intergenerational interaction.
In the third section I am going to try to compare the field of the Czech art education to international methods. I have decided to add an international dimension to my research. For both my research and my work I feel the need to compare my experience from the Czech background with international an interpretation of art. 
I am going to present my first experiences from art museums of New York – The Museum of Modern Art, The Metropolitan Museum and Whitney Museum of American Art.
In the next part I am going to present my communication with foreign art museums – The Groninger Museum in Groningen, the Netherlands, and the Ludwig Museum, the Museum of Fine Arts and the Museum of Contemporary Art in Budapest Hungary.
In the final parts I am going to introduce my project of a Family Programme for the Gallery of Modern Art in Hradec Králové and a Family Programme involving children and their adult partners in interaction during the exhibition of Amedeo Modigliani in the Municipal House, Prague. The projects for the permanent exhibition of Gallery of Modern Art and for the exhibition of Amedeo Modigliani are going to be introduced in their practical form with their potential improvement.
