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Summary
Possibilities of the subject called ethical education for the development   of prosocial behavior of students at lower secondary schools
I would like to introduce basic ideas of upcoming dissertation in my presentation. 

The dissertation deals with ethical education.

As a part of the dissertation I intended to do research which will discover whether the prosocial behavior occurs more to pupils at lower secondary schools where the subject ethical education is taught. 
What is a prosocial behavior? Prosocial behavior is aimed at help or benefit of other people, without requirement for an external reward. This means that an internal need is the motivation. 
Why have I chosen this theme? Nowadays some changes in relationships among people are required. It is necessary to admit that a man´s attitude to another man or to other people generally needs to be changed. 
One of the possibilities how to improve this situation appears to be the subject ethical education which I will introduce here. 

At the beginning of the 80s of the 20th century there originated a project education to  prosocionality which was made by professor Robert Roche Olivar from the Independent university in Barcelona. Thanks to this project, Ladislav Lencz from Slovakia created a school subject called ethical education.
The ethical education is based on the education to prosocionality. The vision of ethical education is a vision of a morally mature person who is communicative, creative who has healthy self-confidence and who evaluates other people positively. It is a person who expresses feelings who is empathic and assertive, can cooperate and who is prosocial. 

Ethical education has 4 basic components, which make a whole: educational program, educational style, methods and developing prosocionality. In my presentation I would like to present 3 of them briefly. 
Educational program consists of 10 points which pupils gradually overcome (from 1 to 10) until they reach the top – prosocional behavior.  
Educational style of ethical education tries to create friendly but at the same time challenging relationship between a teacher and a pupil. The aim can be achieved when we keep the following principles:

1. Make an educational community from the class.  

2. Accept another person such as he/she is, express affection to that person.  
3. Attribute  nature to prosocionality.
4. Define clear rules.    

5. Encourage prosocionality. 
6. Use prises and punishments appropriately. 
7. Involve parents in the educational process. 

8. Create the atmosphere of friendship and pleasure. 

Ethical education does not have its own methods. In the firts place there is an experimental method; other methods that are used include: using questionnaires and public inquiries, dramatization and working with stories. 
From the practical point of view I would like to deal with a question whether the subject ethical education is suitable for the lower secondary schools and I would like to make a list of literature which refers to the ethical education. 
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
