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Introduction:

HIV/AIDS is a public health problem due to the complex emotional, behavioural and psychological complications associated with it. Since there is no complete cure or an effective vaccine to prevent HIV/AIDS, awareness and appropriate knowledge play an important role in preventing the further spread of HIV/AIDS among the general population.

The Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) estimates that all over the world there were 33.3 million people living with HIV at the end of 2009 but in 1999 there were just 26.2 million. It means that in 10 years there was a significant increase in number of people living with HIV. 
The amount of HIV infected people in the Czech Republic has been increasing since 1986. According to the survey of The Czech National Institute of Public Health nearly 22% of all HIV infections in the Czech Republic between 1986 and 2011 were diagnosed in young people from 15 to 24 years of age. Eleven per cent of all HIV infections were diagnosed in young European people between 15 and 24 years of age in 2010 while in the Czech Republic it was nearly 16%. There are more HIV cases among young people in the Czech Republic than in the EU.  

It was the reason why I have focused on the knowledge of HIV/AIDS among the students of the lower secondary schools in my dissertation.
Children in the Czech Republic are already taught about HIV/AIDS and sexually transmitted diseases at elementary schools. According to the Framework Education Programme for Elementary Education in primary education the HIV/AIDS issue is included in the educational area called 'Man and His World' and in the lower secondary education it is included in the educational area 'Man and Health' and is usually implemented and taught in the subject of Health Education.
Teaching HIV/AIDS issue is influenced by many factors such as the right choice of teaching methods or the choice of organizational form of teaching. Of course, the teachers teaching the HIV/AIDS issue should not be shy to speak about the topics related to HIV infection. It is important to explain all the myths about HIV infection to the pupils, let them ask all the questions they might have and try to answer all of them. It is also appropriate to use various teaching aids such as stories, pictures, worksheets, presentations, books, posters or leaflets.
The question is, whether elementary schools provide sufficient space to the HIV/AIDS issue.
The main aim

The main aim of the dissertation and its research is to identify a level of HIV/AIDS knowledge among the students in lower secondary schools and according to the analysis of the results to suggest and verify innovative teaching methods.
The target group 
Lower secondary school students from Olomouc Region. The students attend 8th and 9th grades and are between 13 and 15 years of age.
Materials and Methods

The research will have two phases.

The first phase of the research

There will be detected the level of knowledge in HIV/AIDS. This level will be detected among the students of 8th and 9th grades of the lower secondary schools in Olomouc region who will be randomly selected. We expect that there will be approximately 100 respondents in each evaluated category. The categories will be divided by age and sex. In total, there will be more than 600 students involved in this phase of the research. 

We will also focus on the standard teaching methods and teaching aids used by teachers teaching the HIV/AIDS issue. We are going to address about 50 teachers.
As a method of the research, we will use not-standardized questionnaires both for the students and the teachers. 
According to the analysis results of first phase questionnaires we will be able to modify the questionnaires for the second phase of the research.
The second phase of the research 

The second phase of the research will be realized in the form of pedagogical experiment at 10 lower secondary schools in Olomouc region. (5 control schools and 5 experimental schools). The schools will be randomly chosen. The control group will include students from 5 schools. Children will be taught according to the standardized teaching methods in these schools. 
The experimental group will include students from other 5 schools. Our teaching methods will be used in these schools.  These teaching methods should not only deepen the theoretical knowledge of pupils but also should improve practical skills of pupils.

The students of both groups will fill in the not-standardized questionnaires before and after their HIV/AIDS lesson. This enables us to assess the influence of teaching methods on the knowledge of students.
All the students will participate voluntarily and will complete the questionnaires anonymously. The questionnaire will consist of 20 questions and it will take approximately 10 minutes to complete it.

Conclusion
We assume that the research will not only map the current knowledge of students but also it will analyze the teaching methods. Furthermore, we will suggest and verify the teaching methods in HIV/AIDS in accordance with the requirements of the Framework Education Programme for Elementary Education.
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
