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The dissertation deals with primary prevention and situation in this field at primary schools. Prevention is, on the one hand, realised more or less effectively at all schools in the country, but, on the other hand, the expression “more or less” is quite fitting in this context – many professionals in this field have not stopped expressing their astonishment at who deals with primary prevention and in what manner. Primary prevention is too frequently mistaken for enlightenment, often of uncertain quality.
There are two reasons for researching the situation concerning prevention at primary schools. First, the current situation in this area appears to be somewhat dismal – mainly due to the amount of information coming from practice, i.e. schools. Second, the decision to focus on the educational system of primary schools is based on the fact – confirmed by numerous studies in this field – that the initial experimentation with e.g. addictive substances occurs as early as at primary schools. In other words, since pupils entering secondary schools will, most likely, have had some prior experience with these substances and other pathological phenomena, it is too late to start prevention at the secondary school level. Researching the situation at that level is thus fruitless.
The theoretical part of the thesis will deal with the characterisation, overview and possible causes of social deviations, socially pathological phenomena and the newly emerging concept of risk behaviour. This will be followed by a theoretical analysis of prevention, mainly the characterisation of prevention as a part of the educational process. This is based on the belief that the most effective form of prevention is non-specific, i.e. it is such prevention that does not aim at addressing a specific undesirable phenomenon (e.g. drug abuse) but, instead, focuses more generally on the encouragement of healthy lifestyle and the formation of positive values and attitudes. 
In order to identify the current situation concerning prevention at primary schools, the research study will approach prevention methodologists who guarantee prevention strategies at schools. The research will be carried out in the region of South Moravia in the Czech Republic. It will consider what respondents base their preventive programmes on, what forms and methods of prevention are used and who participates in them. It will also identify how occurrences of social deviations are monitored at schools and what activities the respondents find most effective for reducing the risk of such occurrences. Other issues under investigation will include, among other, whether other teachers, in addition to class teachers, seek out and cooperate with school prevention methodologists, what school subjects include aspects of non-specific prevention and education encouraging healthy lifestyle, what undesirable / problematic features occur at schools, and what their numbers are. The data will be obtained by means of questionnaires and interviews.
The aim of the thesis is to describe the current situation concerning prevention at primary schools in the region of South Moravia in the Czech Republic and to analyse whether there is any relationship between the level of prevention and the occurrence of social deviations at schools.
