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The profession of teacher belongs to the hardest occupations. The teacher is considered to be a model leaving a good impression. The pupils expect him to be fair, frank, broad–minded, high–principled, consequent and honest. He is perceived by the society as a guide, advisor as well as a provider of education. In my opinion, the teacher’s personality plays a very important role in the process of education. The teacher constantly influences pupils not only with his knowledge but also with his personal  qualities, ethical and aesthetic values as well as his general point of view. I think the teacher can positively motivate major part of pupils to the best possible achievements in a friendly atmosphere. The fact is that not every teacher is able to achieve the objectives mentioned above. The teacher should be interested in creating a positive instructional climate to provide an effective way of learning.

My work is focused on the importance of teacher's personality and instructional climate. Contemporary pedagogical researches deal with the problems of school climate, clasroom climate and instructional climate. The researches are based upon the research of psychosocial stress of pupils and teachers, school unsuccessfulness as well as troubled behaviour of pupils, learning effectivity, motivation etc. There are many factors which influence the creation of school climate, such as school location (in a city or in a village), the amount of pupils, the way of teaching, social communication, rate of boys and girls in a class, school equipment, social status, social background of the pupils and as the most important the competence, approach and personality of the teacher. The teacher's personality, from my point of view, belongs to one of the most important factors which affect the instructional climate. Therefore I decided to focus my research on some specific personal characteristics of a teacher in relation to the instructional climate.

The main aim of my research is to find out how highly extraversal, less broad-minded, over-average conscious and emotional labile teachers influence the instructional climate in a positive or negative way. Furthermore, I would like to suggest possible ways that help to improve the instructional climate and contribute to a better effectiveness of education. 

My thesis is divided into a practical and a theoretical part. The theoretical part  defines terms related to a school climate, classroom climate, instructional climate, teacher, personality, motivation etc. I tried to aim at the climate in the Czech Republic as well as in the foreign countries trying to deal with problematic questions.

The practical part consists of a qualitative and quantitative research. The research takes place at the Medical High School of Emanuel Pötting in Olomouc. Twentyfour classes and nine teachers are involved in the research. The data were gathered in anonymous questionnaires, interviews with teachers as well as in group discussions with pupils. 

I realize the fact that this research may include data which cannot be generalized. In reality it is not the purpose of this work. I would like to reflect the possible influence of teacher's personality upon the instructional and classroom climate. I believe my research can contribute to the improvement of the quality of instructional and the classroom climate. I find it necessary to mention that it is not easy to research something that is impossible to express in numbers. We must try to measure the climate repeatedly up to the point we are sure that this is the right way.
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
