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The focus of my dissertation is on the using „paratheatrical“ systems in primary prevention of the risk behaviour (truancy, bullying, violence, delinquency, vandalism, drug abuse, eating disorders, domestic violence, etc.) of the pupils and students in elementary and secondary schools. The decision for this topic was inspired by my previous and current experience. I work with the pupils and students collectives who have problems with bullying, relationships to each other, etc. Utilization of the theatrical systems is effective and beneficial especially in these cases. Creation of the particular programs (intervention) is necessary for each group.  The goal of the interventions is to improve communication, find and solve problem, personal growth and discover positive role in the society.
The theoretical part is focused on the primary prevention in the schools. It is usually divided into non-specific and specific primary prevention (this category includes the following types: general, selective and indicated primary prevention). There are several roles, which can affect primary prevention of the risk behaviour – pupil individuality, peer group, family, teacher, environment of the school and social entity. I will describe primary prevention school system in the Czech Republic and its application. The application depends on the each school. At first, the school has to create prevention program called “Minimální preventivní program” where the goals, budget, timeline and projects for the following year are set up. The next part of the theoretical part will be paratheatrical systems and their implementation in the primary prevention. 
The practical part has two aims. The first aim is to describe and create the current prevention programs for schools characterized by the use of theatrical systems – drama in education – drama education, TIE – Theatre In Education; drama as therapy – dramatherapy; Boal techniques – Forum theatre. 
The second aim of the practical part my dissertation thesis is to analysis situation (with usage quantitative research) of school prevention methodist in the Czech Republic. Quantitative research is based on using questionnaires to describe their situation and identify their needs.
My dissertation thesis will contribute to general development of the effective primary prevention of risk behaviour in the Czech primary and secondary schools.
