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The paper is focused on the integration of the interdisciplinary relations among Czech language and Music at junior school (from 6th to 9th grade) and lower degree of gymnasium. 

The introduction defines difficult aspects of the current educational system in our country, while wondering why they occur. The basic problems of the Czech education system are these: firstly the excessive insistence on the mechanical knowledge of many facts; secondly the scarcity of communication among pupils towards their teachers, which is reflected in the inability to discuss, polemize, express their own opinion;                              and thirdly as a negative factor is also considered poor motivation of students.
      
The main part of the paper lists the possibilities and advantages which are offered in „The Framework Education Programme for Elementary  Education“. In this section the author builds on the issues mentioned in the introduction to a lack of communication, pointing out specific opportunities to develop communication education during language composition lessons.
      
The theoretical part of the paper also deals with a short presentation of the dissertation of the author's research, assumptions and methods chosen.
Practically-oriented section of the paper presents a project that the author in her research took place. For better orientation, it is divided into sub-sections. Each section describes in detail the specific potential integration of the Czech language and music education. More specifically, the use of musical experience during language composition lessons at junior school (from 6th to 9th grade) and lower degree of gymnasium  in the writing styles of different departments such as storytelling, characterization, description, etc. Musical examples here are only as a source of inspiration for creative work of students, as well as the appropriate motivation. This section also contains the issues which the author met with during her research.
At the end of each section the results of the work are presented and short reviews.  The final section is devoted to a summary of findings of music influence in style-education lessons, mainly on its ability to release tension and create the inspirational atmosphere. Finally also emphasizes the positive influence of music on cognitive abilities of pupils and their spontaneity.
