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The Frame Educational Programme for preschool education (below FEP PE, 2004) sets up the mandatory curriculum for the first stage of education which guarantees a systematic preschool education. The implementation of the new curriculum requires an academic evaluation of the FEP PE.
The aim of the dissertation theses is to identify the social competence level of children before going to primary school, and to compare the real state of social and personal competence levels with the expected outcomes, i.e. the social and personal competencies set up in the FEP PE.

The contribution of the dissertation thesis is to evaluate the real level of social and personal competence of preschool children within the FEP PE, and to verify the investigative method used in order to make it applicable for testing key competence within the preschool educational area.
The outcomes of the dissertation thesis are the results, with are based on need of verification of the preschool education curriculum.
The outcomes are:

· the formulation of an investigative method for evaluating key competence in preschool education;
· several inputs for the social and personal competence assessment which should be applicable in teachers’ practice in nursery schools for evaluation of the social and personal competence of children before compulsory school attendance entry. 
The main aim is going to be achieved via partial goals. The partial goals are:
· to create a observation sheet for nursery school teachers for evaluation of social and personal competence level; 

· to map the children’s level of social and personal competence before compulsory school attendance entry;
· to compare real situation with the FEP PE;
· to evaluate the results and suggest a way to verify social and personal competence which can be used as a base for evaluation other areas of competence presented in the FEP PE from the point of view of the research and pedagogical praxis.
The theoretical part of the dissertation thesis deals with the FEP PE, children’s personality, the social and personal competence of preschool children, social behavior and interpersonal relations, readiness of the children for primary school entry, and finally preschool education in EU countries.
Research of the dissertation thesis:

Research area (problem):

· to find out the level of the children’s social and personal competence within the chosen areas at the end of preschool education and comparing it with the requirements of  the FEP PE;
Research file:

· 100 children in the age of 5-6 years, still in the period before starting school, from 3 nursery schools in Olomouc;
Period of data´s collection:

· 2011/2012;
The research is quantitatively oriented. The applied research methods are: observation, scales system and dialogue.
Observation in this case means observing the children’s behavior followed by analyses and evaluation. The children are observed during guided games and dialogue with the observer. The dialogue is not structured; the answers are continuously written down in the observation sheet. A scales method is used for evaluation the social and personal competence of children. The scales are customized individually for every item separately due to the need of softness in the evaluation. Further, all results are consulted with the responsible nursery school teacher.
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
